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Auxiliary Services direc-
tors from all over Georgia 
came together at Georgia 
College for their annual 
conference.  What is now 
known as the Auxiliary 
Services Council of Geor-
gia (ASCoG) began nine 
years ago as just a small 
unofficial group of people 
getting together to share 
ideas on all things auxil-
iary.  Since that time this 
group has grown consid-
erably and now encom-
passes all 35 University 

System of Georgia schools and many of the private insti-
tutions as well.  Rosalind Meyers of Georgia Tech 
started the group with a small office meeting at the 
Georgia Tech campus in Atlanta.  From that initial meet-
ing sprang a concept and idea to involve more schools 
than just those in the Atlanta area and letting the other 
schools host the conference to show off their campus 
and specifically their auxiliary units.  This past Septem-
ber, Georgia College & State University in Milledge-
ville, Georgia played host to the ASCoG and conducted 
the majority of the conference in their brand new West 
Campus Center. 

 Most of the conference is centered on member 
presentations covering the gamut from bookstore poli-
cies to parking practices, public relations to strategic 
planning, and always involves at least one presentation 
from the system’s vice chancellor level on the hottest 
topic of the year.  This year the USG delved into facility 
planning and financing options given all the latest on 
lending institution solvency. 

 Melissa Moore from Georgia Tech, a well 
known name within NACAS and NACAS South, begins 
the planning process just a couple of weeks after the pre-
vious conference ended.  She is primarily the coordina-
tor with the host university and focuses mostly on pro-
gramming while the host takes care of setting up meet-
ing spaces, campus tours, dinners, receptions and other 

such items.  Georgia College began the conference with 
a campus tour then followed it up with a reception in the 
1853 Old Governor’s Mansion, which is owned by the 
college, and the delegates were escorted by period 
dressed docents on personalized tours.  Sodexo Dining 
Services sponsored and provided all of the food and bev-
erage for this annual get together.  Chef Tom Thompson 
pulled out all the stops for a sumptuous dinner. 

 Despite the slimmer showing of delegates due to 
travel and budget constraints the conference still had 
over 30 delegates and was a huge success.

Fill ‘Er Up 
A freezer operates most efficiently when full.  When a packed freezer is 
opened there’s less space for warm outside air to invade. 
 
Suds Savings 
Experiment with detergent to be sure you’re using the right amount, as 
what the box calls for may be more than you need.  (The scoops provided 
by the manufacturers are also often bigger than necessary).  Your clothes won’t be cleaner if you 
overdo it - in fact, the rinse cycle may not get all the residue out, so all you’ll be doing is putting extra 
detergent into the water waste stream. 
 
Did You Know? 
· For every ton of paper that is recycled, the following is saved: 7,000 gallons of water; 380 gallons of 

oil; and enough electricity to power an average house for six months. 

· You can run a TV for six hours on the amount of electricity that is saved by recycling one aluminum 
can. 

· By recycling just one glass bottle, you save enough electricity to power a 100-watt bulb for four 
hours
